Bus route 210 operates a limited service on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays only.

Bus route 211 operates a limited service on Tuesdays and Thursdays only.

Bus route 580 (The Craven Connection) operates Mondays to Saturdays between Skipton and Settle with 
onward connections to Ingleton and Kirkby Lonsdale on bus route 581 and then to Lancaster on bus routes 81 
and 82.

Additional bus services operate into the Yorkshire Dales National Park and Forest of Bowland (AONB) mainly on 
Sundays and Bank Holidays during the summer months.
