•	 The last train from Oban at 2039 is replaced by an all-stopper and an express bus between Oban & 
	 Glasgow Queen Street.

Wednesday 31 December

•	 The last train from Oban at 2039 is cancelled entirely with no rail replacement as part of the  
	 New Year early shutdown.
