Bus: The nearest bus services from this station are to be found at Ryde 
Bus Station, adjacent to Ryde Esplanade Railway Station, local taxis 
are available on a taxi rank as well.

Steam Railway: Isle of Wight Steam Railway: take the Island line train 
to Smallbrook Junction (some trains call here on Steam Train operating 
days only) Or take bus route 9 (via Staplers) from Ryde Bus Station to 
Wootton Station.

Ferry: Wightlink catamaran foot-ferry to Portsmouth Harbour departs 
from the Pier Head adjacent to this Station. Trains depart from Ports-
mouth Harbour Station to Brighton, Bristol, Cardiff, Guildford, London, 
Southampton, Woking and intermediate stations. Local bus, coach & 
taxis are also available at Portsmouth Harbour (The Hard Interchange)

During planned engineering work and unplanned disruption, rail replacement buses will run 
from outside the Wightlink ticket office door.
